“Our staff has been managing and maintaining vessels of all sizes and types for more than 30 years,” said Hansen.  Additionally, we are fully licensed and insured and each of our staff members is a yacht professional and not just a boat worker,” Hansen emphasized.  Marc Winkel is the company’s general manager.  

Hansen added that if successful, the Yacht Watch program may be expanded to include other area marinas and yachts docked at private residences.
